Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order by Mrs. Marshall , who stated that adequate notice of 
this meeting has been published and posted in accordance with Chapter 231 of the 
Public Laws of l975, “Open Public Meetings Act.”

Minutes – Mr. Ripley made a motion to approve the Minutes of January 12, 2012, as 
circulated.  Mrs. Nelson seconded the motion.  The Board was in favor. 

Reports                               
Mr. Samara  reported on the following establishments:  Quick Chek, Acme, Shop-Rite, 
Fiserve, Sunrise Assisted Living, GNC and Quick Shop.  All received Satisfactories. 

Although Coco Pazzo is no longer in operation, a litter problem on the outside has not 
yet been fully resolved.  Mr. Samara has been told that the owner’s wife is very ill.  But 
he still intends to make the owner complete the cleanup in a timely manner.   

All of the municipal lots are in good condition.  

A new restaurant, Fresh Tortillas, plans to occupy the space adjacent to Aji Sushi.   

Panchero’s Mexican Restaurant has opened in the new strip mall on Route 10.  Ben will 
be going in tomorrow to do the inspection on Smash Burger, which is in the same mall.  
But due to openings in other areas, they do not plan to open this location until April.  
Once they are in operation for a month, Ben returns for another inspection. 

Mr. Samara then brought up the subject of grease traps in the eating establishments.  
Mayor Druetzler is requiring that a log be kept by each proprietor to be shown to and 
filled out during each inspection by our Sanitarian.  The log will determine whether or 
not the grease traps are being cleaned regularly and what the volume of  grease is.   Mr. 



Samara can be called in to do an inspection by Councilman Coogan at any time he 
suspects there is a problem in a designated area of the sewer lines.   

Rabies Clinic – Mrs. Marshall thanked the entire Board for its cooperation in making this 
year’s clinic such a huge success.  It was very well organized and the attendance was the 
highest ever.   The number of animals vaccinated jumped from 332 last year to 346 this 
year, with 37 towns represented.  There seemed to be a problem with out-of-town 
participants losing their receipts after the clinic.  The Board now thinks that a sign 
reminding them of the importance of keeping these receipts in order to license their 
pets would be in order for next year.
